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The Constitution is a key component of the Grand Lodge of Newfound-

land And Labrador, for it is the guideline in which we all must follow and 

it is the Law for us as a fraternal body. It deals with the many aspects of 

how we are to operate to the very fabrication of our structure as Freema-

sons within our Province. The material within the Constitution, also, im-

pacts the recognition given to us by other Grand Lodges around the world.  

We, as Freemasons, obligate many times throughout our Masonic career 

to uphold our Constitution during many ceremonials and rituals. We com-

mit to it from the very beginning as an Entered Apprentice to the highest 

office of Freemasonry, Most Worshipful Grand Master. However, few 

Brethren actually know the content of this document. They, often, do not 

understand that it has a great importance to us as a fraternity. Many are 

not aware that it is a living document, which means it will continue to 

change and evolve our Fraternity in society. 

 Within the Grand Lodge is the administrative body of the Board 

of General Purposes. The Board, in turn, has a committee which is dedi-

cated to the responsibility of the Constitution, the Committee on Constitu-

tion and Jurisprudence. One of the many roles and mandate of this Com-

mittee is to review the Constitution regularly and study all of the amend-

ments that are submitted annually to the Grand Secretaryôs Office.  

 This Committee is chaired by the Office of the Grand Registrar 

and has maintained, for some time, Past Grand Registrars as some of its 

members to ensure continuity. This has brought experience and knowl-

edge of the past to the boardroom, as well as freshness when new experi-

enced members are elected. This membership alone reflects the impor-

tance the Grand Lodge places in our Constitution. 

 Annually, as Lodges work, they often submit amendments, 

through their Districts, to the Office of the Grand Secretary for the Com-

mitteeôs review, with the intent to amend the Constitution to support their 

work. These amendments are very important, as they are part of the evolu-

tion of our Grand Lodge. The Committee receives these submissions and 

reviews all to ensure they support the continued evolution of our Grand 

Lodge. A significant amount of time is spent researching amendments to 

also ensure that they do not have a negative impact within the jurisdiction, 

and that they support all components of our Grand Lodge and its many 

Lodges.  

 Since the Constitution impacts all Lodges and their membership 

equally, the importance of these amendments must never be taken lightly 

for they may benefit one Lodge or one District, but may have a very nega-

tive impact on other Lodges in other Districts. This is when the responsi-

bility of the Committee comes into play. It now becomes the burden of the 

Committee to ensure all aspects of the work are addressed. 

Some Brethren may not truly understand the total impact of these changes 

and as a result, become quite passionate about ensuring their change is 

completed in their favor.  

 Often, an amendment appears to be a positive approach by a 

Lodge or a District in the way they would like to see business done in the 

future. However, that may not be the case and it actually could have a 

negative impact in other Lodges or Districts. As a result of this situation, 

the Committee may not support the amendment and would, therefore, 

challenge the process on the floor of an Annual Communication to ensure 

all present are aware of the purposed amendment and any issues which 

may be created as a result of the change.  

 It is important to understand the many challenges of the Com-

mittee. Their work is very time consuming, but necessary to ensure a posi-

tive result. The Committee of Constitution and Jurisprudence continually 

supports and promotes the best interest of the Grand Lodge.
